Did you know that all the parts of a plant have a specific job to do? Just like your body! Without all of its parts working together the plant wouldn’t survive. Let’s start at the bottom. All plants have roots which are underground. Roots act like little straws. They drink up water and nutrients from the soil. The water and nutrients are sent up the stem to the rest of the plant. The stem supports the plant, like your spine supports your body. Next, we’ll talk about the leaves. Leaves are very important too, they capture sunlight and turn it into food for the whole plant. That’s pretty cool right? When a leaf turns sunlight into food it is called photosynthesis. Finally, we have the flower of the plant. Flowers make seeds for the plant, which is important because without seeds there wouldn’t be any new plants. Plants are amazing!
