[bookmark: _GoBack]Matter is all around us. The chair beneath you is made of matter, this paper, and even you are made of matter. Matter can come in three different forms; liquid, solid, or gas. Liquids are wet to the touch and move easily. Water is a liquid and so is juice. If you shake them in their containers you can see and hear them move around. Liquid do not keep their shape.  If you tip a water bottle over, the contents will not stay inside. Matter can be a gas. Most gasses are invisible. The best way to see gas in action is boiling water. This gas is called vapor and you may have seen it rising up from a hot pot on the stove. Matter can be a solid too. Solids are all around us. Matter in its solid form can be touched, but unlike water, your hand won’t go through it. Matter in a solid form keeps it shape unlike a liquid or a gas.
